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After 11 months in Costa Rica Beth & Tim have graduated 
from CINCEL and are now ready to head to the field.  We 
are extremely thankful that God has been faithful in 
bringing us this far, especially in light of the health crises 
we experienced.  Today our health is very good and this is 
quite a miracle considering that we almost lost Bethany last 
March.  We want to thank all who helped to pray  us through! 
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Shortly after we returned from Costa Rica there was a Latin America-Caribbean Retreat.  
This was our first ever.  It was a great time of refreshing and renewal as well as some necessary 
business to be taken care of. We thank God for  the Fellowship that we’re blessed to be a part of. 
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We shed our tears and said our Goodbye’s as we left Emily at Zion Bible College in New 
England.  For us it’s a sad time as our second child leaves the nest, but at the same time we are 
very happy and excited for her because we believe she will receive excellent training for 
ministry there in Haverhill, Massachusetts.  Emily is seen above as Dr. Crabtree welcomes the 
new students on January 4th.  To the right are Emily and Beth during registration, along with 
Christina  who will  greatly miss her sister as only the three of us will  go to our next field together. 
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It’s been great being reunited for awhile with loved ones here in the States.  After first 
greeting family and friends in New Jersey we were able to see those on Tim’s side in 
Florida, and then Beth’s side when we went up to New England, to bring Emily to ZBC. 
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Now that both itineration and language school are behind us we’re finally ready to get to the 
field.  The Spanish church in Antigua is almost done with their new church building, which 
means the older building will soon be ready to house the LACC school for the children.  We do 
request your prayers for this development because it is not at all “automatic”.  There will be 
many hurdles to clear not only with logistics but also in our relationship with the local 
government authorities.  Much of this is beyond our control, but it is not beyond God’s control! 
 

Additionally, we request your prayers in our relationship with the national church in Antigua 
that we’ve been appointed to partner with, known as P.A.W.I.  I cannot go into detail here, but 
prayer is requested as we negotiate our way between the two church communities in Antigua
